When you go through the security, present your pass at the ticket booth 11/12, farthest to the right, to redeem
your pass in exchange for a general admission ticket.

Chaperone policy:

Under this policy, all guests ages 15 years old or younger must be accompanied by a chaperone who is at least
21 years old in order to be admitted to or remain in the park after 4:00 p.m. local time to close. 

The chaperone must present a valid government-issued photo identification with date of birth at ticket entry.
One (1) chaperone may accompany no more than ten (10) guests ages 15 or younger per day. In addition, the
chaperone must accompany their party during entry, remain inside the park during their visit, and be available
by phone throughout their stay. 

Guests 16 years of age or older may be asked to present a valid government issued photo identification (Driverʼs
license, State Issued ID Card, Passport) with date of birth at entry to verify their age. If unable to verify proof of
age, guests may be denied entry into the park.

Guests ages 15 years old or younger who are found inside the park unaccompanied by a chaperone will be
subject to ejection. This chaperone requirement applies to all Knott's Berry Farm and Soak City Waterpark ticket
and season passholders.

Tickets are not valid for separately
priced, ticketed exhibitions, events, or programs. Tickets do not include food or drink.

Yes, photography is allowed for personal use only, but tripods are not permitted. Flash photography is not
permitted in some areas.

Visitors can expect to see exhibits on natural history, including dinosaurs, fossils, minerals, and California
ecology. You might even see a paleontologist at work!

Yes, there is a small gift shop operated by Gold Leaf located inside the Museum on Level 1 where you can
purchase souvenirs.

Yes, food and drinks are permitted inside the Museum, with the exception of Living Lab and Extraordinary Ideas
from Ordinary People. There is also a café The Craft Taco on Level 1 where visitors can purchase food and drinks

Just show your pass at the Maritime Museum of San Diego admission counter and you're in – there's no need to
purchase individual tickets at any of the San Diego attractions included on your pass.

Boat tours are not included. The 45-minute historic bay cruise is an additional $18.00 per person (including
children under 3). The 75-minute Naval History Bay Tours aboard the restored PCF 816 is $24.00 per person
(including children under 3). Payment and scheduling at the Maritime Museum of San Diego ticket booth are
required. Capacity is limited.
